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Tiger in a Tropical Storm

Henri Rousseau painted Tiger in a Tropical Storm in 1891. It
was the first of the jungle paintings for which the artist isvery
well known . It shows a tiger, illuminated by a flash of
lightning, preparing to pounce on its prey in the midst of a
raging gale .

The painting is simply painted and is built up very carefully
In layers, using a large number of green tones to capture
the lush beauty of the jungle. He also devised his own
method for depicting the lashing rain by trailing strands of
silver grey paint diagonally across the canvas .
